Implementation - If pupils are still taking part in
ohonics teaching, RWI. phonics storybooks are
used to develop CompreEension and fluency. For
oupils no longer accessing phonics, Accelerated
Reader is used. Pupils are assessed once a term to
ascertain their reading levels. Pupils are allocated
a range of books to choose from. Once a pupil
has read a book, they can do an online quiz to
check their understanding. Students are given
opportunities to read independently every day.
